At Premier Player Camp, we try to create the
complete player so they are prepared for every
situation. We focus on technical preparation
and then apply it to a tactical situation, creating
a functional training environment that replicates
the pressure of the game. Placing the camper in
small groups forces the player to get involved
and take responsibility in finishing. We do not
let players hide and just watch the game. We
teach them to be composed on the ball in tight
situations so they do not panic.
